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[ was surprised and pleased to find Niagara
Escarpment Views in our local hardware
store in Manitowaning, and to see content
that mentions Manitoulin [sland. We
Manitouliners do like to be included in
discussions of the Escarpment, as long as
you are talking about the geologic feature
on which we live, rather than the land use
plan area, which does not apply to us.

On the map of the Escarpment on
the back cover of the Autumn 2013
issue, the position of the Escarpment
(shown in green) across the southern
half of Manitoulin Island is not correct.
Technically, you could colour the entire
Island green since the whole thing
is underlain by NE limestones and
dolostones, and certainly one can find
rock just about anywhere here, and there
are large exposed bedrock plains and
alvars along the south shore. However,
based on the position of your green in
southern Ontario, [ suspect you meant to
indicate the position of the iconic cliffs.

To correctly show those locations on
Manitoulin Island, the green should run
east-west across the NORTH side of the
[sland, with many V-shaped indentations
where the Escarpment surrounds the
many deep bays. [ recommend you check
a geologic map, or a topographic map, or
even just check Google Maps and click the
terrain button to see where the cliffs are.

Thanks a lot for your attention to
this, and keep up the good work on an
interesting magazine.
